I am enclosing my dues.  I have been hospitalized twice since my birthday on October 2 (thank you for listing my birthday in the newsletter!)

My cancer (which was removed along with half of my liver in October 2004) has returned.  Now it is on the other side of my liver as well as my adrenalin gland.  Everett says he always wondered where all my energy came from.  Now he knows that the cancer has been pushing the adrenalin button for years.  

The oncologist says I should have 5 years left.  I suppose 80 is a good goal to reach for.  He says, “No one lives forever.  All have to die sometime.”  “Wrong,” I told him.  “I intend to live forever.  And on judgment day, I’m going to march out of here with my Hussar sisters doing double time right up those steps of gold.”  He thinks I’m nuts, but wait till he hears my bells on that day along with the drums and bugles.
